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During the early part of August after a record monsoon season (June and July), torrential rain is affecting the entire state of Arizona due to Hurricane Nina making landfall. The eye of Nina is near Hermosillo, Mexico.
As a result of the hurricane, waters in Arizona’s rivers are 5-7 feet above flood stages. Flood waters have damaged the Central Arizona Project’s siphon station downstream of Lake Pleasant. Numerous roads and bridges are washed out or underwater in Mohave, Coconino, Apache and Navajo Counties. In Apache County, an estimated 300 summer campers are stranded, missing, or unaccounted for in the Big Lake region.

Due to a wildfire earlier in the year, approximately 350 structures in Northern Arizona/Flagstaff have been damaged or destroyed.  Structural damage ranges from minor to major in scope due to rapid runoff.

Additionally, flooding along the Salt River has threatened a dialysis center on the Salt River Pima-Maricopa Indian Community. Tribal Authorities have requested assistance in evacuating the dialysis facility, providing necessities (food, water, and agricultural feed) to the remote areas of the reservation, and protecting Tribal sacred sites. In the Phoenix metropolitan area, flood waters have breached a waste water treatment facility resulting in raw sewage mixing with flood waters.
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
